The Global Education Center serves the University community by providing leadership and organizational focus for the University globalization initiatives. Through the Global Education Grants competition, it funds projects, programs and collaborations that support globalization. Since the fall of 1990, the Center has provided funds for numerous projects and initiatives.

We are pleased to announce the Spring 2009 competition and request full-time faculty and staff and visiting specialists to submit proposals by April 17.  This competition will support projects taking place in summer or fall of 2009. 

Recipients of previous grants are encouraged to participate in the competition. However, special consideration will be given to first time applicants.  

For the Spring 2009 competition, the Global Education Center will only support proposals in the following category:

Presentation of Papers at International Conferences
Maximum Award: $800
Faculty and staff who have been invited or accepted to present papers abroad at a peer-reviewed conference may apply for funding. The following conditions are necessary for the proposal to be funded.

1. The conference as well as the paper to be presented should have an international focus. An international locale is not sufficient reason for the proposal to be funded.  
2. A copy of the invitation and acceptance to present the paper must be included in both the original language and in English translation.  In unusual cases, grants may be made conditional upon acceptance of the paper. 
3. Preference will be given to faculty who have not previously received Global Education Grants in this category. 

We encourage applicants to seek additional funding through other sources. Submit complete proposal packets, as per the attached instructions, to the Global Education Center (22 Normal Avenue) no later than 4:30 p.m., April 17, 2009.

INSTRUCTIONS
· SIGNATURES OF DEANS AND DEPARTMENTAL CHAIRS OR DIRECTORS ARE REQUIRED ON  HARD PAPER COPIES OF ALL PROPOSALS FOR PROJECTS IN ALL CATEGORIES. 
· PROPOSALS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED IF THEY ARE NOT SIGNED BY THE DEAN AND CHAIR. 
· Allow sufficient time to obtain all necessary signatures. A short statement of support by an associate dean or dean is optional but beneficial.
· If a Global Education Grant was awarded since 2003, a copy of the summary MUST be attached with the current proposal.

· The quality of the proposal is considered an accurate predictor of the quality of implementation.  Previously funded proposals are available for review at the Global Education Center.

· A complete proposal consists of the following:

· Cover Page and Budget

· Narrative

· Curriculum Vitae

· Summary Reports of Previous Grants

· One complete proposal with all original signatures should be delivered to the Global Education Center

· One complete proposal (including all components in original that are intended to be viewed by the Committee) should be sent by email to gecgrants@mail.montclair.edu. 

· Note that nine photocopies are no longer necessary. Instead, we require:

· One original hard copy of complete proposal with signatures, 

· One complete electronic version of the proposal via email

· Each proposal is read and ranked individually by the Global Education Grant Committee, so the electronic version of the proposal must be complete.  The Committee then meets as a whole to weigh each proposal.  The Committee is comprised of one voting member representing each of the colleges/schools, a professional staff representative, the Executive Director of the Global Education Center and the Director of Research and Sponsored Programs.

· Deadline: As per these instructions, submit the original and email of proposals no later than 4:30 p.m. Friday, April 17, 2009 to the Global Education Center. 

NOTE: 
1) Award winners will be required to complete a summary on the funded project to the Global Education Center and to Academic Affairs, not more than two months after the completion of the project. The summary report will be used in judging future Global Education Grant proposals. 

2) All full-time and part-time MSU faculty and full time staff are eligible for grants.  Adjuncts and part time staff are not eligible. To avoid any conflict of interest, neither members of the Global Education Grants Committee nor Global Education Center staff members are eligible to apply.

Rationale:  Describe the paper you are presenting and the conference you are attending, and show how the paper and the conference fit in with the overall objectives of the Global Education Center, to support globalization of the university. Describe how your qualifications and experiences are well suited to the execution of this presentation.

Impact: Describe how this presentation will contribute to departmental and University goals of globalization.

Dissemination:  Describe your plans to disseminate the information developed in relation to this presentation, i.e. publications, incorporation in course work, etc.

Budget and Cost Effectiveness:  In addition to completing the attached budget form, describe how the budget is adequate to support the proposed activities and explain how the costs are reasonable in relation to the objectives and planned outcomes of the project. Indicate if you have sought other sources of funding.
