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Training One Million English Speaking Olympic Volunteers: How did they do it?

Volunteers are a regular fixture at the Olympics, but Beijing had an unprecedented 1,700,000 volunteers, drawn from an original applicant pool of over two million. Dr. Teng will discuss the training of the volunteers and the impact on English language education in China. She will also reflect on the historical context for symbols featured in the ceremonies, and the image of China portrayed to the world through the Games. 
Dr. Teng is a leader in English-language content-based teaching of physics and educational reform in college physics instruction. She received her Ph. D. in physics from Hong Kong Polytechnic University and teaches at Beijing Jiaotong University. Currently she is a Visiting Scholar in Mathematical Sciences at MSU.
The Tea and Talk series is a roundtable forum for presentations by visiting international scholars. After the presentation, there is a question-and-answer session with open discussion of the topic.
