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Multimedia artists Valera and Natasha Cherkashin will discuss their new project, Global Underground, which utilizes video and digital mediums to explore the cultural complexities and universalities of mass-transportation systems around the world. Global Underground focuses on the ways in which the Moscow and New York subways reflect the cultural history and technological advances of their period of construction, each revealing the unique character of their respective cities.
Valera and Natasha Cherkashin have been exploring the cultures of the USSR, Russia, the United States, Great Britain, Germany, Spain, Japan and Mongolia for aver 15 years. They have held more than 80 individual exhibits, 40 performances, and have been the subject of 30 television programs and over 250 publications. The Cheraskins’ work is included in the collections of the Art Institute of Chicago; Boston Museum of Fine Arts; Philadelphia Museum of Art; and Los Angeles County Museum of Art among others.
