Dr. Borenstein received his doctorate in Slavic Languages and Literatures, with a minor in Comparative Literature, from the University of Wisconsin. He is presently Chair of the Department of Russian & Slavic Studies at New York University, and Director of the Morse Academic Plan, the undergraduate core curriculum for the College of Arts and Sciences at NYU.  His initial work, on modernism and sexuality, led to his book, Men without Women Masculinity & Revolution in Russian Fiction, 1917-1929 (2000), which won the American Association for the Teachers of Slavic and East European Languages award for Best Book in Literary/Cultural Scholarship in 2001.  He is also the author of Overkill: Sex, and Violence in Contemporary Russian Popular Culture, and is currently working on a companion volume,  Catastrophe of the Week: Apocalyptic Entertainment in Post-Soviet Russia and editing a collection entitled Russian Culture After Communism: A Reader,
