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Dr. Vladimir Manakin is currently a 2007-2008 Fulbright Scholar at the University of Illinois at Chicago. He is Professor of Linguistics and Dean of the Faculty of Journalism at Zaporizhzhya National University, Ukraine, and author of over 120 scholarly publications. Prof. Manakin will discuss Ukraine’s Orange Revolution and its impact on mass media, availability of independent informational sources, deficiency of public television and radio, and criminal practices in the media sector. As Vice Rector of Kirovograd State Pedagogical University until 2006, Dr. Manakin was one of the coordinators of a three-year State Department partnership grant with Montclair State University, during which time he was a frequent visitor to MSU.
