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Art Education Certification Programs Portfolio Guidelines

Bachelor or Arts – Fine Arts Education  (BAFAE)

Post-Baccalaureate – Art Education  (POSTBAAE)

Master of Arts in Teaching – Art Education  (MATAE)

Each BAFAE, POSTBAAE, and MATAE applicant is required to present a portfolio of his/her work for review during pre-interview and during interview by the Department of Art and Design Teacher Admissions and Retention Committee.  Your portfolio is a critical component in the admissions review process.  Careful preparation and attention to specifics of the portfolio guidelines is urged.  Please review and adhere to the following guidelines. 

Overall, portfolio contents should reflect the applicant’s thinking, risk taking, expressiveness, technical skills, basic understanding of visual perception, and originality or inventiveness.

The portfolio should contain 15-20 pieces of original art work in a wide variety of 2-D and 3-D art forms.  One or more of your sketchbooks should also be included in your portfolio. 

Portfolios and original artworks should be presented in a professional manner.  Slides or   8x10 digital prints must be used to represent large flat works (over 20”x30”) and three-dimensional works such as sculpture, ceramics, etc.  Three-dimensional art works should be photographed from at least two different angles.  Please do no bring large or 3-D art works to your interviews. 

Actual original artworks must be in good condition and unframed.  Slides or colored prints should be of good quality.  Actual original art works and slides or color prints must be labeled (typewritten) and contain the following information: the applicant’s name, title or “untitled”, medium, size (H-W-D), date (work was completed).  Artworks identified as “Work-in-Progress” should indicate the starting date of the work.

You should present only your best work!

Applicants who do not have backgrounds in visual art are not required to submit a portfolio.  If an applicant is self-taught or has had some informal or only minimal formal instruction, please follow the above instructions for portfolio preparation.
