1 Formal, edited writing requires care for planning, organization, development, clarity, use of standard English, and proofreading.  Formal writing assignments can therefore be evaluated as writing, and not just for their content.  Examples may include essays, reports, research papers, laboratory reports, and take-home essay examinations, but not informal, unedited writing such as diaries, journals, class notes, outlines, laboratory notebooks, or freewriting.
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
