Kaleidoscope is our annual concert showcasing the depth and breadth of talent in the John J. Cali School of Music. Before submitting your application, please consider the following information carefully. A checklist is provided on page 2.  If you have any questions, contact Dr. Buchanan (buchananh@montclair.edu) or Dr. McCauley (mccauleyt@montclair.edu).
1. All interested performers (faculty & students) must audition for solos, duos/trios/quartets or other chamber ensembles. 

2. Audition deadline: Please submit your completed Audition Form (pages 3 & 4 of this document) via email to Dr. Heather J. Buchanan via email no later than Monday, April 1, 2019. Late or incomplete applications will not be considered.
3. Repertoire duration:  4 – 5 minutes duration. Please be specific & accurate with the number of minutes and seconds for your music (example: 2 minutes & 23 seconds).  Please do not guess your timing.
4. Staging Requirements:  Please be mindful that the main stage will be busy with large ensemble changeovers during your performance and some noise from behind the curtain will be inevitable.

· Stage proper will be utilized by the major/large ensembles only
· Performances without piano are highly desirable to facilitate program variety & utilize house locations other than the pit.
· Basic amplification equipment is possible. Please coordinate your needs with Phil Clifford for the audition.
5. Kasser rehearsals: If selected for the concert, you are required to attend the full, dress rehearsal run on Wednesday, October 9, 2019 between 1:30 – 4 pm. There are no exceptions.  If you are unable to participated in the dress rehearsal, then you will not be selected for the program. Students should also organize for their studio teacher or coach to be present to give important artistic feedback.

Audition Checklist
1. Read the Performer Audition Information carefully (page 1 of this document). 

a. If you have questions about any aspect of the concert contact Dr. Buchanan (voice, piano, guitar) or Dr. McCauley (strings, wind, brass, percussion).

b. Students – please discuss repertoire ideas with your teacher asap, and ensure it is music you have already performed successfully (recital, concert). Keep program parameters in mind. Also consider the time parameters - pieces exceeding 5 minutes will be considered in exceptional circumstances only.
c. Remember that Kaleidoscope is a “showcase” with multiple styles and genres featured.  Please consider music that will work well in this environment.

d. Student applications will only be accepted from 2019-20 juniors, seniors or graduate students.
2. Rehearsals:

a. Confirm availability of performers for the tech-dress rehearsal from 1:30 – 4 pm on Wednesday, October 9, 2019. This rehearsal is mandatory for all performers in your group. It is highly recommended that students organize their studio teacher or coach to be present to give critical feedback prior to the first concert.
b. Successful applications will be notified via email before the summer. You may contact Phil Clifford (cliffordp@montclair.edu) to organize a 15 minute acoustical rehearsal in Kasser at the start of AY19-20.
3. Check the accuracy (spelling) of:

a. Repertoire title, composer, and performer names (complete names please)
b. Ensure you have an accurate list of performers/names. Also indicate which large ensembles they are also anticipating performing in. (We need to know this for strategic program placement).
4. Take note of the Audition application deadline.  Late, inaccurate, or incomplete applications will not be considered.
