The Colonial Symphony is a regional orchestra serving the Northern New Jersey region with a 57-year history and an outstanding national reputation. Currently we have a $400,000 yearly budget. I am its 6th Music Director. Some facts about this orchestra:

· The CS presents five subscription concerts, which receive both feature articles and reviews in major publications throughout New Jersey.

· For these subscription concerts I have engaged our cultural partners including the Shakespeare Theatre, the Morris Museum, the NJ Youth Choir, Harmonium, the Bickford Theatre, NJ Ballet, and Drew University. This has been in two years of my tenure. We also have engaged world renowned soloists.

· I have helped to put in place visionary educational programs with partners including Jump Start, Newark Arts High School, Rosa Parks School of the Arts, Morristown High School, Frelinghysen Middle School, Randolph High School, and many others. These include composition seminars resulting in public performances, poetry and music workshops, master classes, clinics, and educational concerts. 

· I started a therapeutic partnership with the Carol G. Simon Cancer Center at Morristown Memorial Hospital, presenting concerts to people receiving radiation and chemotherapy treatments. It is expanding in the 2007-8 season to other departments within the hospital due to both patient demand and staff desire.

· The CS has received major grants through the NJ State Council on the Arts, the Dodge Foundation, the Victoria Foundation, the American Symphony Orchestra League/Meet the Composer, the National Endowment for the Arts, and many others. 

· Our corporate development has elicited major funding from Wyeth, Chubb, Verizon, AT&T, Atlantic Mutual, Deloitte and Touche, and many others. 

· I have made over twenty speeches with community groups in two years. 
· The Colonial Symphony has received a citation of excellence from the State Council on the Arts, and maintains a national reputation for its visionary programming, of which I am the architect.
