Dear Colleagues,

On behalf of Vice President Jack Shannon and myself, I am pleased to report on externally 
sponsored grants awarded to Montclair State University in 2016. During the 2016 calendar year, 
faculty and staff received 95 awards, totaling over $11.8 million, representing a 10.3 percent 
increase from the previous year.   

Montclair State is an emergent research university, with continuously expanding research activity and resources. In 
January 2016, the University earned Research Doctoral University 3 designation from the Carnegie Classification of 
Institutions of Higher Education for the first time. This ascent in ranking, from a Master’s University, was based on 
substantial growth in doctoral-level education and research activity. Consequently, the University is rising in national 
visibility through its first ever ranking in U.S. News & World Report as a national, no longer a regional, university.  
Montclair State is winning a growing number of NSF CAREER recipients, and for the very first time, has a recipient  
of the Presidential Early Career Award for Scientists and Engineers — the most prestigious U.S. government prize  
for young scientists. 

The future of Montclair State promises to bring even greater growth. With the establishment of the School of Nursing,  
the University moves on to new areas of research interest, toward becoming a comprehensive university for studying  
and improving human health and health care. 

Led by the University’s faculty, and supported by the Office of Research and Sponsored Programs and University 
Advancement for foundation and corporate grants, Montclair State sponsors and promotes basic, trans-disciplinary, 
clinical research and program grants, spanning the arts and humanities, education and human services, life sciences, 
physical sciences and social sciences. Through these collaborative efforts, the University continues to advance 
knowledge, practice and technology that guides breakthroughs and sustains developments that create careers, 
generate cultural events, produce pharmaceutical advances and sustainable energy practices, all the while improving 
lives across New Jersey.

This publication honors faculty and staff who have applied for and received external support in 2016. We thank you for 
the creative talents and innovative thinking you bring to Montclair State University.

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In keeping with our recent designation as a research doctoral institution, the 
research and scholarly environment at Montclair State University is thriving.

The faculty and staff pursued and received a record volume of new and continuing 
grants for research and sponsored programs in calendar year 2016, reaching 
more than $11 million in funding for over 95 projects.

Faculty and staff are supported in their pursuit of external funding by both the Office of 
Research and Sponsored Programs (ORSP) and the Division of University Advancement.  
Their achievements are recognized annually at a University-wide Grant Recognition 
Reception held each spring.  Participation in research and scholarly activities is an important 
part of student activity as well. The Annual Student Research Symposium held in the spring 
showcases student scholarship and provides a venue for sharing the work of more than 300 
participants. 

The diversity of our research and sponsored programs reflect the broad spectrum of the 
investigation, discovery and creative new works that take place on our campus daily. They 
address such global issues as collapse of the Antarctic ice shelves, biodiversity in Papua 
New Guinea, botulinum antitoxin, the Yangtze River ecosystem, and preservation of Sicily’s 
past. And, close to our New Jersey home, our work explores greater understanding 
and improvements to teaching and learning in local schools, understanding autism and 
early childhood development, responding to post-traumatic stress disorder, DNA 

repair, promoting language proficiency, and preserving the wetlands, coasts and 
rivers of New Jersey. The University also has a number of internal and external grants 
that support student trainees, graduate assistants and post docs in scholarly pursuits, 
helping to foster a student culture that embraces scholarship and provides additional 
support for such apprentice scholarly activities as participating in regional, national 
and international conferences.

The range of funding agencies also demonstrates the depth and diversity 
of Montclair State University research and scholarly activity. The faculty and 
staff enjoy strong support from nearly all New Jersey State Departments; such 
signature foundations and corporations as the Coca-Cola Company, Victoria 
Foundation, Geraldine R. Dodge Foundation, Bristol-Myers Squibb Foundation, 
PSEG Foundation and Celgene Corporation; and federal departments and 

agencies that include the National Science Foundation, National Institutes of Health, NASA, NOAA, National 
Endowment for the Humanities, National Security Agency, and U.S. departments of Education,  Energy, 
Agriculture, Health & Human Services, and Defense.
